Asking questions allows you to learn. The more
questions you ask, the more you learn. Think of 3-5
questions that you can ask someone in your house
to get to know them better!

One person will close their eyes and spin around 5
times, the other person will be the “wise one”. The
one with their eyes closed will ask the “wise one”
questions about how they can safely get from one
side of the room to the other without bumping into
anything!

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Guide You and
Advise You
